*Cost includes 25.5 credits over first full year (fall, spring, and summer). Admitted students receive University support through a graduate assistantship for up to four years. Sources 
of graduate assistantship support vary and may include community training grants and contracts, teaching assistantships, faculty grants. Other sources of funding assistance may 
include out-of-state merit scholarships, Graduate School tuition grants, and graduate research fellowships. To date, 100% of enrolled students have been offered at least four years 
of graduate assistantship support. Travel awards are available from departmental and university funds.
